TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
As we approach Holy Week, the creative juic-
es of the ancient church of Jerusalem begin to
shape our journey. In old Jerusalem at this season
of the year, the attempt was made to recall the
events leading up to Christ's passion. Those at-
tempts were based not only on time, with celebra-
tions of events as close to the day and hour as pos-
sible, but also on people’s best guesses as to the
actual place of these events. Vast numbers of pil-
grims flooded the city during the forty days of Lent,
many of them catechumens in their last stages of
preparation for initiation. The fourth-century Spanish
nun Egeria wrote a delightfully detailed diary of her
experience of this lively and aerobic liturgy, which
involved hearty singing, strong preaching, and nim-
ble processions across vast and arduous terrain.
Much of this energy was lost over the centuries,
with the procession of palms a noteworthy excep-
tion. Northern climates had to reinterpret this Jerusa-
lem liturgy, using forsythia, willow, or olive branches,
but to this day the entry into Holy Week by a com-
munity on the move accompanied by joyful song
hearkens back to a venerable tradition. Egeria’s let-
ters were rediscovered a little more than a hundred
years ago, but they reveal a pattern of prayer: full,
conscious, active participation, to which we have a
right and a duty.

YEAR OF SACRAMENTS - ONE WORD AT A TIME

“| promise to be true to you in good times
and in bad, in sickness and in health. | will
love you and honor you all the days of my

life.” This is an impressive promise. In essence, it is a promise to
stay with each other, whatever the circumstances of life. This is
not an easy promise to make, nor is it an easy promise to keep.
For those who enter marriage as more than a human covenant
but as a sacrament, the promise takes on special meaning.

When a baptized man and a baptized woman promise in faith
to stay with each other, they draw their inspiration and their
power from Jesus Christ. “And remember, | am with you always,
to the end of the age,” he says at the very end of Matthew’s
Gospel (28:20). Elsewhere, he says, “l will not leave you
orphaned.” (John 14:18) The grace of permanence in marriage is
truly a grace, not a human achievement.

the guide to How To Go To Confession
(take this sheet with you... it’s okay, really)

Before You Go...

Examine your conscience, that is, reflect on what
sins you have committed. To guide you, just Google
“examination of conscience” and you'll find many
resources to help you. It's even alright to make a list
to bring with you to confession if that helps.

1. Introduction. When you come before the priest,
begin by making the Sign of the Cross (praying the
words out loud), and continue by saying, “Bless me,
Father, | have sinned. It has been (how long) since
my last confession. These are my sins...”

2. Confession. List the sins you have committed
that came to mind when doing your examination of
conscience. Don’'t be too general (like, “I haven’t
been a good person”), but a lot of detail is not neces-
sary either (you don’t need to tell the whole story of
how a sin came about). If you’re not sure if some-
thing is a sin is, just ask the priest. This isn’t coun-
seling, so unless you ask, the priest likely won’t give
you advice. He’'ll just move on to...

3. Penance. The priest will suggest something for
you to do or pray as a response to God’s mercy.
You'll have to remember what this is and do it after
the confession is over, so pay attention.

4. Contrition. The priest will then ask you to pray
your “Act of Contrition,” demonstrating your sorrow
for your sins. This needs to be prayed out loud for
the priest to hear, but need not adhere exactly to
one formula. Here are two examples (choose the
one that suits you best):

ACT OF CONTRITION
My God, | am sorry for my sins with all my heart.
In choosing to do wrong and failing to do good,
| have sinned against You whom | should love
above all things. | firmly intend, with your help,
to do penance, to sin no more, and
to avoid whatever leads me to sin.
Our Savior Jesus Christ suffered and died for us.
In his name, my God, have mercy.
OR:
O my God, | am heartily sorry
for having offended you and | detest all my sins,
because | dread the loss of heaven
and the pains of hell;
but most of all because they offend you, my God,
who are all good and deserving of all my love.
| firmly resolve with the help of your grace,
to confess my sins, to do penance,
and to amend my life. Amen.

5. Absolution. Don't get up to leave after that pray-
er, because the best part is yet to come: the priest
will extend his hands in your direction and he will
pray the Prayer of Absolution: “God, the Father of
Mercies, through the death and resurrection of his
Son, has reconciled the world to himself and sent
the Holy Spirit among us for the forgiveness of sins.
Through the ministry of the Church, may God give
you pardon and peace. And | absolve you from your
sins in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Spirit. Amen.”

You respond: Amen.

6. Conclusion. The priest will then likely say some-
thing like, “God has freed you from your sin. Go in
Peace.” To which you can respond: “Thanks be to
God.”

After You Leave...
Don’t forget to do your penance.
If it is saying certain prayers,
it's best to do it right away in the church before you forget.
